TOLL FELLOWSHIP SELECTION, THE COUNCIL OF STATE GOVERNMENTS

State Senator J. Kalani English, 6" Senate District, has been selected for the
prestigious Toll Fellowship Program by The Council of State Governments. The
program, which will be held in Lexington, Kentucky, from September 13-18, is aimed at
developing the next generation of leaders from all three branches of state government.
The agenda is focused on trends, critical thinking, professional growth and
development, and effective leadership. The experience gives these leaders
perspectives they would not ordinarily obtain during the course of their regular
governmental service.

Senator English was nominated by Senator Shan Tsutsui, with endorsements
from Senator Colleen Hanabusa (a 2000 Toll Fellowship Program Alumnus), and
Senator Brian Taniguchi (current Chair of CSG-West). Senator English was selected
from among many outstanding applicants by a committee of state elected and
appointed officials as one of the most promising leaders in Hawaii. Senator English is
currently the Chair of the Energy and Environment Committee, and has been a Council
Member of the County of Maui. He is a graduate of the 2001 CSG Western Legislative

Academy, 2000 Leadership Academy for Asian Pacific American Elected Officials
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Program, and 199-2000 Pacific Century Fellows Program. He is a graduate of The
Kamehameha Schools, Maui Community College (paralegal certification course),
Hawaii Loa College (BA), University of Hawaii (MA), the East-West Center (Certificate
from the Institute of Culture and Communications), and the National Chengchi
University (Certificate from the Center for Public and Business Administration
Education, Taiwan).

In the words of Senator Hanabusa, "Having had the privilege of being selected a
Toll Fellow, | believe | can assess who among my colleagues will be a credit to the
program. Kalani is such a person. He is a true consensus builder and one who
understands politics and public service." According to Senator Tsutsui, "Senator
English is a devoted public servant, never satisfied with the status quo and always in
search of better ways of doing things. He is constantly striving for new ways to inspire
those around him.” Senator Taniguchi noted that "Senator English has the desire and
confidence to bring in new ideas and tackle tough issues to be a more effective
legislator.”
